Descubre una fuente de informacidn gratuita disponible para los investigadores que quieran
estudiar las condiciones de los puertorriquefios que viven dentro y fuera de Puerto Rico, la
Integrated Public Use Microdata Series (IPUMS). El adiestramiento también incluird como
acceder a los datos del U.S. Census Bureau a través del American FactFinder (AFF). Los temas
del AFF son similares a los de IPUMS.

La IPUMS contiene informacién detallada de una muestra de personas en varios paises
latinoamericanos y los Estados Unidos quienes identificaron a Puerto Rico como su pais de
origen en los censos de poblacién y vivienda correspondiente en las Ultimas cuatro décadas.
Los datos de los censos de la ronda del 2010 pronto estardn disponibles y la IPUMS ayudard a
profundizar sobre las comunidades de puertorriquefios que existen no tan solo en los Estados
Unidos, sino también en Costa Rica, México, Panam3, Chile, Colombia y Venezuela, entre otros,
su evolucién desde 1970, y su comparacion con la poblacién puertorriqueia en Puerto Rico.

La IPUMS permite analizar las caracteristicas socio demograficas y econdmicas de estas
comunidades de una manera integrada para todos los paises, sin tener que analizar por
separado los datos de cada pais. Los temas que se pueden analizar para estas comunidades
incluyen caracteristicas del hogar (tales como la tenencia, el acceso a servicios bdsicos, la
disponibilidad de automdvil y aire acondicionado, el nimero de cuartos, entre otros), al igual
gue caracteristicas socio demograficas (tales como edad, sexo, estado civil, raza, alfabetizacion,
educacion, estado de empleo, ocupacién, industria, ingresos, discapacidades, entre otros). La
IPUMS, el U.S. Census Bureau, el Centro de Estudios Puertorriquefios de Hunter College, v el
Instituto de Estadisticas de Puerto Rico invitan al publico en general a participar de este
adiestramiento en linea, que se realizard en inglés, y permitira familiarizarse con los datos
disponibles a través de IPUMS y como usarlos para realizar investigaciones.

Discover a free source of information available to researchers who want to study the conditions
of Puerto Ricans living in and outside of Puerto Rico, the Integrated Public Use Microdata Series
(IPUMS). The webinar will also include how to access data from the U.S. Census Bureau
through the American FactFinder (AFF). The AFF topics are similar to those of the IPUMS.

The IPUMS contains detailed information from a sample of people in several Latin American
countries and in the United States who identified Puerto Rico as their country of origin in the
censuses of population and housing over the past four decades. Soon census data from the
2010 round will be available and IPUMS will help deepen our understanding of Puerto Rican
communities that exist not only in the United States and in Puerto Rico, but also in Costa Rica,
Mexico, Panama, Chile, Colombia and Venezuela, among others, their evolution since 1970, and
their comparison with the Puerto Rican population in Puerto Rico.

The IPUMS allows researchers to analyze socio demographic and economic characteristics of
these communities in an integrated manner for all countries, without having to analyze the
data separately for each country. The topics that can be analyzed for these communities
include household characteristics (such as ownership, access to basic services, the availability of
automobile and air conditioning, the number of rooms, etc.), as well as socio demographic
characteristics (such as age, sex, marital status, race, literacy, education, employment status,
occupation, industry, income, disabilities, etc.). The IPUMS, the U.S. Census Bureau, the Center
for Puerto Rican Studies at Hunter College, and the Puerto Rico Institute of Statistics invite the
public to participate in this webinar, which will take place in English, and which will familiarize
participants with the data available through IPUMS, and how to use it for research purposes.
